“My People Have Changed God”!

“Has a nation [ever] changed

its gods, even though they are

not gods? But my people have

changed God, their glory, for that

which does not profit.”
-Jere. 2:11 (AB)

Prophet Jeremiah was born about 100
years after Isaiah. He was called by God
to be a prophet in the nation of Judah.

For over 40 years, Judah was op-
pressed and repeatedly plundered by
Babylon. Jeremiah tried in vain to call the
Jewish people to turn away from idoltry
and come back to God.
